This issue contains cightarticles: 4 in English, two in
both Malay and Arabic language. The frist paper by Dr. Kahlilur Rahman, investigates the
Quranic miracles in the field of the Physical Oceanography and the notion of the barriers
between seas, and the darkenwss in the deep sea. The second paper of Dr. N.
Halimatulwara & Ahmad M., discusses the differences between the Quran written
systems known as: rasm ‘Uthmani and the common Arabic writing sytem rasm al-imla’i.
Six basic differences have been identified between these two systems of writing the Qur’an.
In the third paper, Dr. Munadi Usman discusses the Islamic views on child adoption and
the related civil rights which an adopted child should enjoy according to the Quranic
injunctions. The fourth article for Dr. Haq Nawaz, is a presentation of a virtual learning
system that teaches the Arabic and Quranic vocabularies. This system is developed using
Natural Language Processing (NLP) and Artificial Intelligence (Al), designed for the Urdu
speakers.

The fifth artide is of Dr. Zawiyah binti Abdullah et al it measures the memorization
system of the Holy Qur'an developpmed by the Tahfiz Akhyar, for Non-Verbal Autism
Students. The findings show that the Tahfiz Akhyar method can efficiendy help Non-
Verbal Autism Students in memorizing surah al-Fatihah. The sixth article by Muhammad
Fahmi, deals with the issue of the humanitarian intervention during confilicts and wars. It
argues that Qur’an has set values that annihilate all kind of oppresions that lead to conflicts.
Also, Quran has set procedures that protect individuals and groups against gross violations
such as ethnic cleansing and genocide.

In the seventh artcle, Dr. A. Taema analyzes the theme of the pragmatic discourse within
Qur'anic Conversation, especially the cognitive and linguistic nature of argumentation. The
sample used here is that of Moses & Pharaoh’s conversation in Qur'anic Chapter 26 (The
Poets). The eighth artidle writing by Dr. Zainab A. & M. Al-Ayasrah, deals with the
Emotional Intelligence in the Qur'an. It argues that the Holy Quran has deeply treated the
humans’ emotion by educating and maintain human being in a hight emotional system.
